From the Peverly site we made our way to the Serpent|Mound
and then to the Council Circle at the Tobias site. The Se¥pent is
not a mound in the conventional sense. It is actually caryed into
the earth and is called an intaglio. The Serpent is a ghallow
depression about 10 inches deep and 160 feet long. Clgrk Mal-
lam, a professor from Luther College, who investigated fhe fea-
ture in 1982 was able to determine that it was manmagde. He
described the location of the feature as being placed upon the
crest of a high ridge overlooking the headwaters regior] of the
Little Arkansas River. H e

about 60 to 70 feet in diameter surrounded by four,
five, oval basins that appeared to be structures of soe sort
placed upon a broad ridge overlooking the Little Arkansgs River
valley. There are two other sites in the vicinity that alsofcontain
Council Circles. It is thought that the Serpent and the founcil
Circles have been placed in some sort of relationship Jto one
another.

These features have been worn down by natural professes
over hundreds of years. Physically, they are no longer
sive, but their settings are, especially the site of the Sgrpent.
Standing there, you can see for miles. There is a profysion of
seeps and springs which seem to flow from the base

there, serenaded by the songs of the meadowlark an
grassland birds, all seems right with the world.
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
