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Background

This reportis part of a series of booklets, which contain compiled information about each city, town, and
village in the RamallahGovernorate. These booklets came as a result of a comprehehsiy of all
localities in Ramallah Governorate, which aims at depicting the overall living conditions in the
governorate and presenting developmental plans to assist in developing the livelihood of the population
in the area. It was accomplished thrbuipe 'Village Profiles and Needs Assessment;” the project
funded by the Spanish Agency for International Gawapon for Development (AECID).

The 'Village Profiles and Needs Assessment" was designed to study, investigate, analyze and document
the socieeconomic conditions and the needed programs and activities to mitigate the impact of the
current unsecure political, economic and social conditioRamallahGovernorate.

The project's objectives are to survey, analyze, and document the availabld, rnatanan,
socioeconomic and environmental resources, and the existing limitations and needs assessment for the
development of the rural and marginalized ared®amallahGovernorate. In addition, the project aims

at preparing strategic developmental pergs and activities to mitigate the impact of the current
political, social, and economic instability with the focus on the agricultural sector.

The difference between the two sets of results okldaind r om t he Mini stry of Ag
GIS Unit in sizes of agricultural areas is explained by the fact that the Ministry of Agriculture and the
Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (2010) conducted a survey which used a definition of
agricutural areas based on land ownership. Therefore, the areas included in the survey were those of
actual holdings of agricultural areas instead of seasonal ones. The survey did not consider fragmented
and small seasonal cultivated areas in residential andagr! t ur al areas. ARI J
indicated the existence of a high proportion of small and fragmented holdings (home gardens)
throughout the occupied Palestinian territories, thus accounting for the larger area of agricultural
holdings calculatedybARIJ.
